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Early life and Missionary work
John de Britto was the scion of a powerful

aristocratic Portuguese family; his father, Salvador de
Britto Pereira, died while serving as Viceroy of the
Portuguese colony of Brazil. He joined the Jesuits in
1662, studying at the famous University of Coimbra.
He traveled to the missions of Madurai, in Southern
India, present-day Tamil Nadu, in 1673 and preached
the Christian religion in the region of the Maravar
country. He renamed himself Arul Anandar
in Tamil. The ruler of the Maravar country
imprisoned him in 1684. Having been
expelled, he returned to Lisbon in
1687 and worked as a missions
procurator. King Pedro II wanted
him to stay, but in 1690 he returned
to the Maravar country with 24
new missionaries.

The Madurai Mission was a
bold attempt to establish an Indian
Catholic Church that was
relatively free of European
cultural domination. As such,
Britto learned the native
languages, went about dressed in
yellow cotton, and lived like a
Thuravi/Sanyaasi, abstaining from
every kind of animal food and from
wine. St. John de Britto tried to teach the
Catholic faith in categories and concepts that
would make sense to the people he taught. This method,
proposed and practiced by Roberto de Nobili, met with
remarkable success. Britto remained a strict vegan until
the end of his life, rejecting meat, fish, eggs and alcohol,
and living only on legumes, fruits and herbs.

Martyrdom
John de Britto’s preaching led to the conversion of

Thadiyathevan, a Marava prince who had several wives.
When Thadiyathevan was required to dismiss all his
wives but one, a serious problem arose. One of the
wives was a niece of the neighboring king, the
Sethupathi, the King of Ramnad, who took up her quarrel

and began a general persecution of Christians. Britto
and the catechists were taken and carried to the capital,
Ramnad. Thence he was led to Oriyur, some thirty miles
northward along the coast, where he was executed on
4 February 1693..

Britto was beatified by Pope Pius IX on 21 August
1853. He was canonized by Pope Pius XII on 22 June
1947. St. John de Britto’s feast day is 4 February.

Red Sand
This seashore sightseeing location is

one of the most venerable pilgrim centers
of Christians in the world over, as it is

said to be the home of martyrdom of
St. John De Britto, a Portuguese
Jesuit better known as ‘Arul
Anandar’. It was at this place
where the saint is said to have
beheaded in 1693. The sand dune
here is assumed to have stained
by the blood of the revered saint.
Here is one magnificent shrine
constructed in Portuguese style
and it contains a captivating statue

of the saint Arul Anandar who had
modestly offered his neck to the

executioner.
The red sand dune here in this

shrine where the blood of the massacred
saint was flown has great significance as the

same has got miraculous healing power.
Numerous incurable diseases are said to have cured
by the application of the red sand on the respective
body parts. Couples are believed to have blessed with
children on visiting the shrine and praying to the
departed soul. During festivities, pilgrims mainly from
Tamil Nadu and Kerala participate irrespective of their
caste, creed and religion. Thus, together with Christians,
Hindus and Muslims also come to worship at the shrine
in thousands, to mark respect to a unique holy man who
shed his life and blood at that spot. The occasion
appears to be more as a social gathering rather than a
religious festival. The auspicious ceremony is a rare
opportunity for these simple people to bring gaiety and

and offerings. In October, nearly 25,000 pilgrims arrive
from the neighboring Sivagangai district and in
December, visitors are from Madurai and Melur.
Throughout the year, thousands of pilgrims from
Sakthikulangara, the only parish in Kerala, visit the St.
John De Britto shrine to seek the unique blessings.

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I wish to bring to the kind notice of the readers
some facts about our Cathedral and the pious men of
God who steered its destiny through the ages. Rev. Fr.
Urban Stein S.J. a German was the first Parish Priest
of Rosario Cathedral Mangalore (1878-1888). He
introduced the order of the company of St. Ursula in
the year 1888. This was a pious congregation after the
manner of Brescian Ursulines. The members professed
a vow of virginity and lived in their respective homes
and undertook charitable work at
home and also in their parish.

Initially there were twelve
members from the affluent families
of Mangalore. The group felt the need
of a house for their humanitarian
activities and also a free school for
girls to teach them fine arts,
catechism, to run a sodality, marriage
counselling for couples beside their
recollections and retreat.

FIRST SUPERIOR OF THE
CONGREGATION.

Mother Nympha hailed from a
practical, generous and humane
family of the Cathedral Parish,
Mangalore whose members were
J.Fernandez, J.P. Fernandez and Vitus Modustus
Fernandez who were Church benefactors in the early
years of the Church. Mother Nympha’s conviction
prompted her to work for the downtrodden of the
Christian community. Her father was John Francis
Fernandez who rose to be a Treasury Deputy Collector
of South Kanara in the year 1860 about the highest
position a non-Britisher  could expect to attain in those
colonial days.

Fr. Urban Stein S.J. died prematurely from a sun stroke
after a voyage from Goa in an open boat. Now the
responsibility for the work of the Ursuline community
fell on Mother Nympha. The courageous Mother
Nympha grasped the reins and acquired the house

property of her uncle Vitus Modustus
Fernandez (1829-1892) a renouned
Architect who designed the original
buildings of St.Aloysius College at its
foundation in 1881 as per the book
published by Doctor Michael Lobo the
well known Genealogist of Mangalore.
This house is the foundation house of the
Ursuline Congregation, built by donations by

Philanthropists and well wishers.
Mother Nympha loved the poor and
lived like them and even in death
she had expressed her desire to be
buried among the poorest of the
poor. She died an untimely death on
Ash-Wednesday aged 58 years on
24th February 1909. Rev. Fr. H.
Buzzoni S.J. her spiritual director
preached the funeral oration.
Mother Clotilda Fernandez her first
cousin succeeded her as the superior
of the congregation in the year 1909.

Presently the ursuline congregation
is doing yeomen service for the love
of God in fields of education,
orphanages, hostels, medical
facilities, homes for the aged and

so on with the motto “FOR THE LOVE OF GOD.” A
home for the aged was built on 6th December 2007 in
memory of “MOTHER NYMPHA” and the foundation
stone was laid by Rev.Don Francesco Bazzoffi
(Florence, Italy) and the writer of this article being her
only surviving grand-nephew representing the
Fernandez family who lived in the vicinity of the
Rosario Cathedral for the last 8 generations. The
Bishop of Mangalore blessed the function amidst host
of benefactors from Italy who graced the occasion.

The day of the “Centenary Celebrations” was on 30th

December 2001 and in recognition of the humanitarian
services of the Ursuline Franciscan Congration to
humanity in India and abroad and in appreciation the

For the information of the Ursuline Franciscan
Community and Apostolic Carmel Congregation Mother
Nympha and Mother Aloysia second superior General
of A.C. congregation are inter-related as mother

Aloysia’s eldest sister Regina married Joachim Louis
Fernandez (1834-1904) younger brother of John
Francis Fernandez who also rose to the position of
Deputy Collector (Treasury) South Kanara just like his
elder brother.

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The Questions Of Life
Life is full of questions. Some are simple to

answer, What am I going to eat for dinner? Where
did I park my car? Others are, well, more challenging.
What's my purpose in life? How can I find peace?
Can I really change my life ? These questions mostly
take their birth in the minds of spiritual minded
people.

You can look for these answers in many places
— newspaper columns, friends advice or new
— fangled philosophies. But have you
considered how Jesus could answer these
questions for you?

Imagine for a moment that you're
building a house. You hire a building
contractor, but he never consults the
blue prints drawn up by your
architect, your designer. He works
without a plan. An unwise move,
because the contractor needs to know
where to lay the foundation, erect the
walls and place the windows. Only then
will the home look the way it was
intended to.

The same can be said of life. How
can we try to build our life without first
consulting the great architect of life, the one
who created us for a wonderful purpose? The Bible
says, "We know that God causes everything to work
together for the good of those who love God and are
called according to His purpose for them" (Rom 8:28).
Furthermore, there is more to be gained by living
according to God's plan. True fulfillment and
meaning in life is found in God. That's why St
Augustine said centuries ago. "You have made us for
yourself, 0 God and our hearts are restless until they
find their rest in you."

By asking Jesus, God's son, to be the biggest part
of our life, we will discover the very purpose for which
God created us. There is nothing and no one else who
can do this, no amount of money, no philosophy, no
person, just Jesus. He said of himself, "I am the way,
the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father
except through me" (John 14:6)

HOW CAN I HAVE PEACE ?

Perhaps right now you're experiencing fears and
frustrations in your life. Maybe you're worried about
job, relationships, finances or children. You are not
alone. Nearly everyone has similar problems. And
trusting in God, being a Christian doesn't exempt you
from these problems. You'll not suddenly live a
problem free life. Tough times happen to all people.

But Jesus gives strength and peace in each
difficulty. He says, I am leaving you with a

gift, peace of mind and heart. And the peace
I give isn't like the peace world gives. So

don't be troubled or afraid" (John
14:27). Jesus also says in the Bible,

"Come to me, all of you who are
weary and carry heavy burden, and I
will give you rest." (Matthew 11:28).

HOW CAN I DEAL WITH
PAST MISTAKES ?

Let's face it. We all mess up. We
all do things we shouldn't, like telling
lies, stealing office supplies, etc. And

we all carry such attitudes or we think
we're better than others and often care

only for ourselves.
All of these wrong actions, harsh words

and bad attitudes are what the Bible lables as
sin. Now, that's not a pleasant word to hear nowadays.
We'd all like to think we're pretty good people. Yet
we so often find ourselves acting selfishly — that's
really what sin is. Going our own way. Doing our
own thing.

No matter how good we think we are, our sin
stands between us and God. All people fall short of
his perfect standard (Romans 3:23) and this keep us
from personally knowing God's love. The great Indian
leader Mahatma Gandhi said, "It is constant torture
to me that I am still so far from God whom I known
to be my very life and being. I know it is my own
wretchedness and wickedness that keeps me from
him". There is a good news that Jesus has taken care
of our sins. His death on the cross some 2000 years
ago paid for the penalty of our sins, just so we could
have a right relationship with God and experience
his love. Because of Jesus we can be forgiven of all
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shortcomings, our mistakes, our sins God alone can
pardon us, and fulfill God's justice.

Think of it this way, A young woman is given a
speeding ticket and goes before a judge. After the
charge is read he gives the sentence. A 150 dollar
fine. But the woman is unable to pay. Then the judge,
in an unusual move, comes down from the bench,
opens his wallet and offers to pay the fine, its up to
the woman to accept or reject the generous offer.

The story illustrates what Jesus has done for us.
He knows our sin, yet when we stand humbly before
him, he is willing to forgive our debt completely;
Jesus offers us his free gift of grace. We just need to
turn away from our self centeredness.

HOW CAN I REALLY CHANGE ?
Often when men and women are faced with the

person of Jesus, they say something like this : I 'd
like to follow Jesus, but if I do, I'm sure I'll never be
able to live the life. I've made mistakes, I carry
resentments, I face temptations, and I say a lot of
things I shouldn't. I could never live the Christian
life.

In fact, they're right. No matter how good you
are, you can't live the Christian life on your own.
When you become a Christian, you ask Jesus to live
in and through you, so it's no longer what you do, but
what Jesus does that gives you the power to change.
