SAINT CECILIA

Saint Cecilia is said to have heard
heavenly musicinside her heart when shewas
forced to marry the pagan, Va erian. A wealth
of music, art and festivals in honor of St.
Cecilia has grown from this little bit of
information from her biography. She is the
acclaimed patron saint of music, especialy
church music, as well as that of musicians,
composers, instrument makersand poets. The
name Cecilia means blind and so, although
wedon't know if she herself couldn't see, she
isalso the Catholic patron saint of the blind.

It is believed that St. Cecilia was born
in the 2nd or 3d century A.D., although the
datesof her birth and martyrdom are unknown.
A religiousromancetelling the love story of
Saint Cecilia and Valerian appeared in
Greeceduring the4th century A.D., and there
isabiography of St Cecilia dating from the
5th century A.D. She is purported to have
been the daughter of awealthy Roman family,
aChristian from birth, who was promised in
marriageto apagan named Valerian. Cecilia,
however, had vowed her virginity to God,
and wore sackcloth, fasted and prayed in
hopes of keeping this promise. Saint Cecilia
disclosed her wishesto her husband on their
wedding night. Shetold Valerian that an angel
watched over her to guard her purity. He
wanted to seethe angel. St. Ceciliasent him
to Pope Urban (223-230). Accounts of how
and when Valerian saw the angel vary, but
one states that he was baptized by the Pope,
and, upon his return to Saint Cecilia, they
were both given heavenly crownsby anangel.
Another version recounts that Tibertius,

Valerian's brother, seesthe crownsand hetoo
is converted.

The two brothers then make it their
mission to bury Christian martyrs put to death
by the Prefect of the city. In turn, they were
brought in front of the Prefect and sentenced
to death by the sword. Cecilia, in the
meantime, continued to make many
conversions, and prepared to have her home
preserved as a church at her death.

Finally, shetoo wasarrested and brought
before the prefect. He ruled that she should
die by suffocation in the baths. Saint Cecilia
was locked into the bath house and the fires
vigorously stoked. She remained there for a
day and a night but was still alive when the
soldiers opened the doors. She was then
ordered beheaded, but the executioner, after
striking three times without severing St
Cecilias head, ran away, leaving her badly
wounded. The words, "St. Cecilia pray for
us," form an arch over their heads.

St. Ceciliahung onto life for three days
after the mortal blows, preaching all the
while. She made many more conversionsand
people came to soak up her flowing blood
with spongesand cloths. Thereexistsin Rome
achurchin St. Ceciliashonor that datesfrom
about the fifth century. Her relics were
believed to have been found by Pope Paschal
in821A.D., inthecemetery of St. Celestas.
Theseremainswere exhumed in 1599, when
Cardina Paul Emilius Sfondrati rebuilt the
church of St. Cecilia, and said to beincorrupt.

What is the basis for these suicides being
committed for ages?

If suicide is considered a psychological
disaster, what is the disaster behind the news
about psychiatrists committing suicides? Why the
intelligences of the intellect could not stop
suicides? If poverty is the reason for suicides, why
do the rich commit suicides?

This series of questions conclude that man’s
intelligence cannot stop suicides. Whatever the
reason might be, man is tortured by the thoughts
of suicide. Feelings “it is impossible” man
helplessly puts an end to himself not giving a single
thought about the power of the Creator of this
entire Universe.

The influence of the evil sprint (Satan) will be there
behind every suicide. The evil spirit prompts usin
different ways with the thoughts such as “die”,

people committing suicide. But the seventh one
at the verge of committing suicide put his faith in
Jesus, took away the thought of committing
suicide and followed Lord Jesus, lived happily and
peacefully. let us see those six people who
committed suicides.

Suicides to take revenge and anger:

Samson (Judges 16:29,30): When Samson’s life is
observed, we come to know that to take revenge
on his enemies he killed them along with himself.

Samson
out of anger decides to kill himself. We can see
many anger murders and suicides in this modem
world.

Suicide for Prestige and
thoughts of humiliation:

In the battlefield he did not
want to be killed by the people
inferior to him. He felt it is
below his prestige to be
killed like that. As a result
trying to kill himself he fell
on the sword and died.
Many people commit suicides for the reason of
prestige and humiliation. A film producer who
had millions of property shot himself dead with
a pistol when he heard that bank people are
coming to seize his house. He could have sold his
property and cleared off his debt. But he took it
as humiliation and died.

Several people along with their families are
committing suicides thinking that the creditors
would attack them. Man'’s life is very precious.
Instead of killing himself, he can as well live, work
hard and clear off his debts. The Lord Jesus
cleared off the debt of whole mankind’s sin. If
man gets forgiveness for his sins, the Lord himself
would help him (Roman 8:32)

Suicides for leaders in innocence:

The Servant of Saul (I Samuel 31:5): The servant
of Saul too committed suicides when he saw his
master Saul dying. Even in the present times we
can see people dying for their leaders. This kind
of People die for their leaders with innocence
that they desert their families.

In India many innocent people commit when their
leaders die and even their leaders are arrested
for any reason including corruption. Man'’s life
belongs to God the Creator. Man doesn’t have
any authority over himself. (I Corinthians 6:19, 20)

Suicide for the fear of enemy:

Zimri (I King 16:18, 19) : A man by name Zimri
died, burning the citadel of King’s house along
with himself thinking that he was defeated and
would be attacked by his enemies.

Many students in India and around the world
commit suicide because of the senior students
harassment which is called ragging

Suicide for greediness and guilty:

Judas Iscariot: (Matthew 27:3-5) : For the sake

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of thirty silver coins Judas Iscariot handed over
Jesus Christ to the cross. He felt guilty for handing
over and innocent person and committed suicide.
The ‘greediness’ for thirty silver coins instigated
a person to commit “sin”. The “greediness” leads
to “sin” and ultimately to “agony”. Though Judas
achieved what he expected, much agonized over
what he had done and he committed suicide. To
escape from the greediness of sin we have to look
to Jesus the crucified. (Hebrews 12:1, 2)

A man who tried but escaped committing
suicide in the Bible:

(Acts 16:27): In this particular incident, the prison
official tried to commit suicide thinking that he
would be condemned to death as he thought that
the prisoners had escaped from the prison. But
Paul asked him not harm (commit suicide) himself.
When the official heard this, he asked what he
should do to be saved? As an answer to this
guestion Paul preached the word of God to him
and to his household saying “Believe on the Lord
Jesus Christ, and you will be saved, you and your
household”. (Romans 16:31) Yes, to get freedom
from the thoughts of suicide we have to believe
in Jesus Christ.
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ST.BERNADETTE SOUBIROUS OF LOURDES
(1844-1879 A.D.)

Bernadette was born on 7 th January
1844, and was the first child of Francois
Soubirous the Miller and his wife Louise
Casterot. The young parents gave a glad
welcometo their treasure which was proudly
taken two days|ater to the village church for
Baptism. Francois unfortunately was not a
man of business. As long as his father —in-
law was alive, the mill was a success and
thefamily wasin comfortable circumstances.
Monsieur Casterot the father—in-law of
Francois died. The easy going Francois let
things go from bad to worse. They were too

tender hearted to press the
sorely needed payments due
tothem.

They wereobliged to sell
their mill. Soon the wolf
(enemies) was at the g M. JacquelineA.C.
door. Francois family  Carmel Convent,
wasturned out of themill =~ Ashaniketan.
and moved from placeto place, till arelative
gave them shelter in the village gaol known
as‘ Ca-chot’. Father, mother and four children
were given aroom on the ground floor.

The Ca-chot windows had iron bars, the
castlerock madethe placedark and unhealthy.
The ceiling was low, the walls black with
smoke and very damp. It had a very tiny
fireplace and a minimum of furniture. Such
was the new abode of poor Soubirous. Just
as Bethlehem's cave was brightened by the
presence of the Holy Family, so the cachot
wasilluminated by thefervent piety, trusting
faith, and uncomplaining spirit of theinmates.
Bernadettewasnot yet ayear old; her mother
was expecting another child. The little girl
was out to be nursed at Bartres, a village 2
miles from Lourdes. Marie Lagues was her
foster mother for 15 months. Marie’ shusband
Aravant, was not apleasant character. Hewas
very hard and grasping. The little girl was
sent to tend Aravant’slambs. Her large dark
eyes were full of expression. Her hair was
amost asblack asebony. Her face was plump;
Her voice, full of kindness. She was always
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gentle, smiling, lovable, gay, cheerful and
uncomplaining.

One fine morning, Bernadette, Toinette,
her sister and Jean Abedie her friend went to
a forest area to collect firewood at
Massabielle. Suddenly, over there, Bernadette
heard a gust of wind. When she raised her
head she saw a lady, al in white with blue
sash at thewaist. Her head was covered with
a white vell which covered her feet except
thetipsof her feet. A big yellow rose bloomed
on each foot. Her Rosary was white, and the
gold chain glittered, asdid thetwo roses. The
lady took arosary, held in her hand and made
asign of the cross. She said to pray and do
penance to save sinners. Bernadette spoke
often to her sister and her friend about the
Beautiful Lady. When they went and met their
mother, Bernadette described the scene of the
Beautiful Lady. Nearly 18 times these
apparitionswererelated by Bernadetteto her
mother. Her mother Louise Soubirous and
father Francoustried to know the authenticity
of theapparitions. Bernadettewasnot allowed
to go out of her house for 2 years as people
were wanting to meet her. Finally the
Beautiful Lady makes known to her that she
isthe Immacul ate Conception.

Investigations from the Bishop of the
Diocese, the Mayor of the city and from the
doctors took place. A grotto to Our Lady of
Immaculate Conception was constructed at
Massabielle. A chapel was erected near the
spot wherethe beautiful Lady appeared.

The devotion to the Immaculate
Conception was perpetuated in that hallowed
spot. Thegirl, Bernadettejoined thereligious
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congregation of ‘ Nevers’ on 7 th July 1866.
Bernadette could gaze her beautiful Lady
and her divine Son for all eternity on the
afternoon of Easter Wednesday 16 th April,
1879. Crowds flocked to the convent to
venerate the sacred remains. Then began the
long series of miracles, continuing to the
present day, which won for the little peasant
girl of Lourdes, the honours of canonisation,
andfor ustheprivilegeto say: “ St. Bernadette,
